The Church Building

Brief history up to present day

The first stone building, dedicated to St Petaras erecéd on the site in the eleventh
century. In 1265 the church was laid in ruin and latet centuryrebuilt, with additional
arcades dedicated to $aul This was the beginning of the present daurch

In the fourteenth entury, the south porch was added and the tower was made tallgttle
changed until the late 1800s whenrtensive restoratiorwork took place

In 1879 the churchyard was closed to any further burials due to a lack of dpagals now
take place in tk village cemetery approximately ¥2 mile away from the church.

The tower houses a ring of 12 belgh a ringing floor situated 18ft above giod level and
accessed via theharch tower.

The ¢wrch building is Gradeglisted.

Time for Chang@roject

Moulton Parish Church has been providing aistian focal point in Moulton iltage for many
centuries. Over the years it has undergone numerous changes that have improved t
facilities whilst not interfering with the essential historic character of the bogdiself.

During the last fewgars the numbers attending thénarch havesteadilyincreased. This has
resulted in a need to provide a wider range of facilities, services, meetings and groups
cater for a Sunday congregation of around 250he plan iso make the building more
versatile with greatly improved access, comfort, lighting and flexibilitythis wayt can be
more easilyused during the week, as well as making it a more welcoming environment fc
the people of Moulton ad beyond to come ahhear the vord of God.

The PCC hagpprovedplans to update ad modernise the inside of theharch buildingso to
make it accessible and welcoming ta allhe initial phase of the project has been completed
with the installation of a new sound and audisual system, reordering the Chancel and
NERdzOAyYy 3 (KS aAaltSproRide addikKoBal flodr Ephc.I0 dater-f@ el IAtger
congregation.

The next phase willee the aged heating and lighting systems replaced and removal of tt
pews and raingof the floor. As well as providing more flexibility and comfort these changes
will also ensure a more energgfficient building. There are also plans to put in a kitchenette
and toilet.

The former Dean of Peterborough Cathedrslichael Bunker hasbeen employedsince
September 2014Asa paidfundraiser and advisor to assist in the completion of the project.
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A professional design team, comprising of the Church Architect and Building Servi
Engineers have been appointed to develop sufficient desigormation to allow an
application for a Faculty to be made in early 2012. God willing we hope to carry out the
works in late 2012 or 2013.
